This device locates a vehicle while in motion. The system uses a microcontroller,
a GSM module and a GPS module. The GPS module locates the position of
the vehicle and compares it with microcontroller and sends alert SMS to the
registered passengers viaa GSM module about
the position of the vehicle. Typically, when fitted on
abus oratrain, a person waiting atany pointonits
route can get, upon request, an SMS message
when it reaches any of its designated stopping
points.
